Take notice of the “Profitmaker” bulls, these 1/4, 3/8, 1/2, 5/8, and 3/4 Angus/Maine bulls are pretty 

impressive.  Use them and the results should be outstanding.  Just ask Ron & Catherine Parker.   

 

The bulls have been developed on a high roughage ration along with a mixture of 1/2 oats/1/2 malt sprout 

pellets at a rate of 1.25% of their body weight.  

 

Keep & Feed Program: 

Bulls will be kept at the farm until the end of April.  If you do not need the bull until later or it is 

inconvenient for you to have the bull at your place, we will keep your bull under the same good 

management and care as he was receiving before the sale.  He will be developed the same as we do our 

own for  $2.00/day from May 1st until you need him, payable sale day.  The bull development fee will 

be waived on bulls selling over $2500.00.  Bulls left at Lazy H Farm after May 1 will be at owners own 

risk.  We strongly encourage you to insure your bull. 
 

Free delivery up to 100 miles on bulls selling over $2500.00  Bulls selling for less then $2500.00 will be 

delivered at cost, payable sale day.   
 

Bulls will be vet inspected and semen-tested prior to delivery.  This will give you a more accurate and 

current report before the bull sees pasture service.

B ulls have the greatest economic impact on any breeding program, thus bull selection is one of the most important decisions 

and investments that a cowman makes.  A bull sires 20 to 40 calves each year while a cow produces 10 or less  in her     

lifetime.  For the most part, herd improvement comes from the bulls.  It has been estimated that 80% of herd improvement is di-

rectly attributed to the bull.  The sire and dam each contribute 50% of genetics to the calf.  Half of the dam’s contribution comes 

from her sire and a quarter comes from her dam sire.  Thus 87.5% of a calf’s genetic makeup comes from bulls brought into the 

herd.  So your  decisions do affect the quality of your herd and buyer acceptance of your calves and thus your bottom-line.

In all the traits Igenity tests 

    for 10 is the best except for Yield Grade where 1 is the best because a lower score reflects a higher 

    percent red meat yield.  16 Tons was 4/10.
